Years ago, on March 25, 1965, the Black civil rights movement celebrated one of
its greatest triumphs when 25,000 peaceful protesters finally succeeded in
marching into Montgomery, Alabama from the nearby city of Selma. One of
these protesters, a white Unitarian Universalist woman named Viola Liuzzo, was
murdered later that evening by Ku Klux Klansmen as she ferried marchers back to
Selma. As Unitarian Universalists, we have a proud tradition of responding to the
imperatives of love and justice to work with those of us who are marginalized and
oppressed in society and the world. Come learn about Viola Liuzzo's story, and
consider what that can tell us about ourselves and others as we continue

to respond to these twin imperatives.

Minister's Messages - January 9, 2012

ﬁDear Friends ,

I was deeply moved by the beautiful sabbatical send-off yesterday. There were
so many good wishes, so much love, and more hugs than I've ever received
before. Our Sabbatical Support Team threw a wonderful post-service party,
complete with some amazing food from Afghanistan and South Africa, two of the
places I'll travel to during my time away. Thank you to the members of the
Sabbatical Support Team, Sharyn Taitz, Ron Cavicchio, Don Pearson, Molly Smith,
and Dru Wood-Beckwith, for all their organization and care.
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Before [ head off tonight, I wanted to bring up a topic that you've been hearing a
lot about this year, especially from Tracy Sopchak, our Governing Board
President. Covenant—the promises we make to each other—is so important in a
church community. How do we work together, play together, create together,
care for each other together, and disagree together? And how can we recall each
other to our best selves again when we may act in ways that are less than skillful
or kind?

Our amazing Core Staff Team has talked a lot about this lately. And, we've
created our own Core Staff Team Covenant, the promises we make to each other
so we can be a warm, caring and collaborative team. I wanted to share it with
you so you can see our covenant, and to further the congregation’s conversation
about covenants within our committees, task forces, and yes, the congregation at
large.

The UUCR 2011-2012 Core Staff Covenant

Remembering that we serve a congregation that is Unitarian Universalist, a faith
that is at heart covenant-based,

We affirm and commit to learning, practicing and advancing right relations in our
work together, including

» Engaging in direct communications among and between ourselves

» Maintaining professional boundaries and upholding professional ethical
standards with the congregation and each other

« Treating each other with respect

« Sharing weekly spiritual practice together

» Remembering and honoring the fact that our work is spiritual at its core
* Nurturing our connections to and educating ourselves about current
professional trends in the larger Unitarian Universalist movement
 Honoring the work each of us does

* Nurturing the feeling of trust and empowerment

« Complimenting and celebrating each other and our team

« Seeking out and lifting up our different opinions

» Listening with openness and curiosity

* Following through on our commitments to and agreements with each other and
those beyond the team

« Nurturing a sense of collective as well as individual trust



» Assuming good intentions

« Speaking for ourselves and our own experience, and in our own voice

« Placing the team and our mission of service to the church at the center of our
work, rather than our individual selves and how we individually serve the church
« Sharing feedback and thoughts kindly and compassionately

This is how your staff works with each other. And this is how the staff will
operate as a committed, collaborative, and creative team whileI am on
sabbatical.

Acting Minister's Messages - January 9, 2012 - Come,
Come Whoever You Are...

“Come, come, whoever you are...

ours is no caravan of despair.

come yet again come.

Though you've broken your vow a hundred times,

come yet again, come.”

The song is so fitting for our church and our faith: Unitarian Universalism is a
“non-creedal” faith, we are not bound by specific shared set of beliefs. We are,
rather, a covenantal faith, gathered around promises -- a vow -- of how we will
walk together as a faith community. Sometimes the covenant is explicit, perhaps
through the use of an affirmation statement or covenant in worship. Sometimes
the promise is purely implicit, through our reliance on the Seven Principles as a
guide in our faith.

What is so striking about this simple song, though, is how it acknowledges the
need we humans have for welcome, for redemption of a kind: we will make
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mistakes, we will fail, we will hurt each other. It affirms, too, the need we have
for invitations to return to relationships that honor each other when we have
failed.

And I think this is why those images came up during the song “Come, Come,
Whoever You Are.” Martin Luther King and the Civil Rights movement he led in
the 1960s laid out just such an invitation.

The Civil Rights movement was, amazingly, a non-violent resistance to the
broken vows of other humans, often violently broken promises. Because the
movement was non-violent, it invited folks to come back to right ways of living
together. It invited Christian white people who, implicitly as well as explicitly,
were breaking their Christian vows to love their neighbors as themselves. The
non-violent movement invited non-Christian white folks to the same table of
fellowship and right relations, those who also received the original blessing of
life, but were nevertheless willing to take those blessings systematically from
others. Dr. King did not look for vengeance, he did not lead people to fight fire
with fire, violence with violence. Instead, he and the entire movement extended
the invitation to restore right relationships, to renewed, fully human, living
between white people and African American folks living in this country. And in
many ways, white society and white-dominated government tried to respond to
that invitation.

“Though you've broken your vow a hundred times, come yet again come.” The
invitation is still out there. How will we accept it today?

Continued observations from the Interim Director of Faith Development:
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Relation is the essence of everything that exists.

Modern science is arriving at the wisdom that many great mystics have felt for
hundreds of years — that there is no thing in and of itself, separately

defined. The insides of an atom and all it's moving pieces only function in
relationship to each other. If we are to imagine that our faith community is an
atom, what is inside? What is in the middle?

As we enter a new year, mark a halfway point in an interim time, bid farewell to
our parish minister as he begins a 4-month sabbatical, and not lastly, continue to
consider the ways and work of transitioning from a pastoral to program church...
my gosh we know there is a “there” there! But how do these events and
definitions relate to each other? How do they relate to us? And perhaps most
poignantly, how to they relate to me? While it may feel daunting to begin to
answer these questions, we can remember all the connectivity that is already in
place that holds us together like spiritual gravity.

The goals articulated in the Bridge to Tomorrow initiative is a powerful record of
heart and soul searching by this UUCR community. Each person who walks
through the doors into the light-filled, love-filled, spirit-filled space is also
automatically drawn to the heart of our mission of engaging our world, mixing
our ages, and connecting our community. And so some questions — what's
next? What will you do to step forward into the space of possibility and
relationships? How does what you do in your church community connect to all
ages, to the community where you live, to the world which holds you? Who or
might you need to reach out to in order to create more energy together than you
could muster up yourself?

I welcome the opportunity to talk about these questions and the possibilities. In
the meantime, I'll see you on campus!

100 Years Ago at the UUCR

If you walked through the doors of our church in Reading Square on a Sunday in
January 1912, the order of service would have seemed both familiar and different:

Organ Prelude, Hymn, Invocation, Lord's Prayer, Solo, Morning Psalm, Hymn,
Scripture Lesson, Solo, Prayer, Organ Response, Notices, Offertory, Hymn,
Sermon, Hymn, Benediction, Organ Postlude

Under "Comments" in the January 1912 bulletin: "A very successful party was
given to the Sunday School by the Unity Club [a women's organization] on Friday
afternoon, December 22nd. A large company was present and the afternoon was
heartily enjoyed by all, young and old. A full attendance is desired for the
important meeting with Mrs. Wilfred A. Bancroft...January 8th. At the last meeting
of the Club much sympathy was expressed for our Methodist friends in the loss
of their beautiful church [destroyed by fire 12/11/1911], and it was voted to hold
a sale for the benefit of their building fund, the latter part of January."

By donating to the UUSC, you'll participate in its transformative work in the US
and around the globe, partnering with local organizations to advance economic
justice, environmental justice (esp. right-to-water issues), civil liberties, and the
rights of marginalized people in humanitarian crises.

What does this mean in practice? Here are a few of the many ways the UUSC
translates support from GAYT donors into tangible projects to advance human
rights (from www.uusc.org):

e $ 20 pays for training in survey collection for a worker member of
the Northwest Arkansas Workers' Justice Center to collect data from
poultry-processing workers on their wages, working conditions, and
the most serious issues facing them on the job. The center will use
these surveys to launch an organizing campaign against a local
poultry plant.

e $ 25 can inspire future leaders in the Middle East and northern
Africa by helping a youth activist to print and distribute five Arabic-
language copies of The Montgomery Story, a comic book about
Martin Luther King Jr.'s use of nonviolence during bus boycotts in
Alabama.

e $ 40 helps 30 families in Myanmar bring their crops to market
successfully. Participating in revolving loans allows farmers to buy
food and meet basic needs while waiting for their harvest, when they
will be able to sell their rice at a better and fairer price.

e $ 75 helps workers in Arkansas, enabling the Northwest Arkansas
Workers' Justice Center to conduct outreach and education projects
tailored to specific challenges faced by poultry-processing and
construction workers.

o $ 100 spreads the word by paying for 25 copies of
STITCH's Women, Labor, and Leadership curriculum, which trains
women workers in organizing and empowers them to make an impact
through their unions. STITCH is a network of women unionists,
activists, and organizers that educates women workers about gender,



globalization, and unionism, and connects women in Central America
and the US so that together they build their voices for economic
justice.

o $ 170 supplies water-testing strips and chemicals for one month to
members of indigenous communities in San Marcos, Guatemala, to
carry out water-quality monitoring of rivers downstream from the
GoldCorp mine.

Service-Learning re Immigration: UUA/UUSC BorderLinks Trips

From the UU Service Committee (UUSC): In preparation for "Justice GA" [our
faith's summertime General Assembly] in Phoeniz, AZ, the UUA's Faith Without
Borders program (FWB) and the UUSC have organized three service-learning trips
to the US/Mexico border with their partner organization, BorderLinks.

Through education, meetings with partners, service opportunities, and
theological reflection, participants will grow in understanding the human-rights
issues at stake on the US/Mexico border and return to their homes informed and
inspired to be leaders for immigration justice.

BorderLinks has deep experience designing programs and guiding groups,
including UUs. They will make arrangements for accommodations, meals,
transportation, and translators. The UUA will set the faith-context for the journey
and provide UU theological reflection.
